English and Maths





English


In our English lessons, we will start by exploring Narrative, where we will delve deeper into our class text and develop our knowledge of the structure and features needed in a story. We can then build up our own writing, in our writing journey, linked to a chosen part of the story. We will then move onto poetry, including the types of vocabulary used and writing our own poems link to our class text of Hansel and Gretel, to perform to the class. Our next focus will be non-fiction writing of an information leaflet based on Florence Nightingale or Mary Seacole. We will be carrying our research about these women and learning how a leaflet is best organised for the readers’ use and which language will engage the reader more.  Our final text type will be a diary recount, where will choose one of the women we have been learning about, choose a certain time in their life and put ourselves into their shoes to write a diary extract as if we are that person. 





Maths:


Each week, we will be having a focused lesson on mental arithmetic to help build the confidence and speed of recall when using number facts such as number bonds and multiplication. 


We will be developing skills within addition and subtraction, using a range of methods and equipment to support problem solving.  This will include, number bonds, methods and strategies for addition and subtraction of 1 digit numbers from 2 digit numbers and how to add and subtract across ten.


We will then use our skills to work with money, making different amounts with different coins and finding change.


Also, we will be exploring the properties of 2D and 3D shapes to identify and sort them in different ways.
