Autumn – Fire and Ice  


English and Maths








English


This term, children will be applying their History knowledge of the Great Fire of London to their writing. Children will explore how to write a setting description using their senses to describe. Throughout the lessons, children are going to learn how to build sentences by using prepositions, adverbs, verbs and adjectives to ensure their writing is descriptive. 


We will also be writing a diary entry in the view of Samuel Pepys, this is where children will begin to write in first person, adding feelings and beginning to use a range of punctuation of exclamation marks and full stops.


Children are then going to learn skills to write a chronological newspaper report of the Great Fire of London. Throughout this writing journey, they will learn how to write in first person, sequence sentences in chronological order and to include facts to ensure it is a non-fiction piece of writing. 


In these 3 writing journeys, children will also learn grammar and spelling such as using suffixed “est, er” and using year 1 and 2 common exception words in their own writing.


Maths


Children are going to begin year 2 focusing on place value with numbers to 100. 


They will be exploring how tens and ones are worth different values, identifying the tens and ones in each number and comparing numbers within 100. Children will apply this knowledge to problem solving and reasoning questions to fully embed their place value understanding.


Children will then move on to subtraction and addition within 100. From having a confident place value understanding, children will use jotting of tens and ones to answer these questions. Children will begin to understand how to add and subtract through bridging 10.
